Site Issues/ Improvements

5.1 Pavilion Project – NC now has three separate building quotes for the new Pavilion. PSt also put forward a quote, from David Bray’s building company. The original architect to draw plans for RCC, Mark Johnston has offered to progress work on the Pavilion for what was decided to be a reasonable fee. 

NC proposed after all options were discussed that Mark Johnston be engaged to put in the application for full planning permission based on his original plans, and the design would be from Courtyard Designs who submitted it to RCC on 11/11/08. The Committee was in agreement.
