Site Issues/ Improvements

3.1 Pavilion Project – RH informed the Committee that a donation would be made by Janet Sparke, on behalf of her late husband, towards a clock or clock tower for the New Pavilion. PM will acknowledge this in writing.
The village reverend has shown interest in organising a joint cricket match together with RCC. RH offered to organise the event with help from the RCC members. 
NC thanked RH for helping the Committee gain its first award for funding of £10,000 from the Suffolk Regeneration Fund. NC emphasised the urgency to get more applications sent off for funding due to the time limits imposed for starting work on the project. 
NC discussed the ongoing applications, and noted the progress, stating that any help or support needed would be available from himself or PO.
The Committee was encouraged to follow up any possible funding leads. An initial application letter was available from NC with advice to look at the RCC website for access to the business plan.
MvdR passed round an update on the pavilion fund for discussion.
3.2 Play Equipment – Safety Report. JB reported that she had examined the Children’s Play Equipment on 4th March and had found it to be in a safe and satisfactory condition.



3.3 Football Club Issues – It was agreed that the Stowmarket Junior Football Club would be requested to give a small donation towards the Pavilion Fund having used the field for training purposes.
