Site Issues/ Improvements

5.1 Pavilion Project 

NC updated the Committee that a further £10k had been achieved from the National Lottery – Awards for All.  

Three firm quotes had now been received to build the new Pavilion:

COPEC - £303k

Seamans - £330k

Brayfield Construction - £190k

The Trustees of the Community Council had met to consider all three quotes in some detail.

SS Proposed Brayfield Construction be appointed to build the new Pavilion subject to planning consent.  NC seconded the proposal and all Committee members present were in support with no abstentions (unanimous decision).

PS to inform Brayfield Construction of the above decision and negotiate start dates.

PS to progress planning application with Architect.

PSw agreed to take on the role of exploring the provision of a ground source heat pump and associated funding.

SS to produce Information Flyer on the new Pavilion for inclusion in the May edition of Revs
