3.1    Pavilion Project

4. Site Improvements

4.1    Play Equipment – Safety Report. DW reported that he had examined the Children’s Play Equipment on 2 October 2005, and it was found to be in a safe and satisfactory condition.



4.2    Health & Safety Report
 - PM handed round copies of the Play area Health and Safety Report for discussion. It was agreed that PM would order
new bark, and a sign stating an agreed maximum age of 14 years would be erected DW.





4.3    Work Party (Roof repairs) – A broken window was temporarily boarded 
and internal repairs made to the roof in the Ladies toilet.  Unfortunately the 
quote given by John King would be for major external repairs to the badly 
deteriorating roof.  The Committee was in union that the roof needed to be 
fixed to prevent further flooding, but only on a temporary basis until the 
Pavilion was to be replaced. A work party was arranged for 9am on 22/10/05 
to fix plastic sheeting and patch the roof.

6. Other Events/Fundraising

6.1 Autumn Ball (17/9) debrief – The Event was again thought to have been a great success, and enjoyed by those who attended. MvdR handed round a profit and costing sheet made in comparison with the two previous years. 






6.2 Old Rattlesden Evening (22/10)  - Organisation was well under way for this event. Peter Sweet requested help from the RCC to help set up the village Hall and arrange the raffle. PM shall on behalf of RCC buy a case of wine to be used for this and future raffle prizes donated by the Council. 





6.3 Fireworks Night (5/11) – DS has now purchased the fireworks. The previous years purchases were discussed and hence agreed upon for this year.  An outside BBQ under the cover of several marquees supplied by Helena was agreed, depending on the suitability of the weather. Allocation of tasks was made and the Committee was asked to recruit other helpers where possible.  Due to 5 November falling at the weekend it was decided to build the bonfire and finalise details with an early start of 9am on the day.
Start time of the event to be 6pm, £3 charge per adult with free entry under 14years. A programme of times of the events, to be listed on the poster/ flyer. 
Publicity via the usual means, e.g. satchel post, posters and a flyer to be included in Revelations.
An area will be roped off at the 22/10/05 work party detailing the leaving of rubbish for burning. ME to speak to David Goodchild regarding bales of straw to start the Bonfire. MvdR to speak to HW regarding use of marquees.
There will be a need for the field clearing of harmful used sparklers, and holes caused by posts, the following day.
