Minutes of Meeting 1st May 2008 
Minutes to be amended and signed at the next meeting.
Matters Arising
2.1 PM confirmed that he had now renewed the Pavilion insurance.
2.2 ME updated on the dangerous tree. Again the emphasis was on the urgency to fell the tree. Quotes were discussed, and due to the position of the tree overhanging Lower Road, it was unfortunately not going to be a straightforward operation. There would be a visit on Sat.7th June from a specialist tree surgeon to assess the situation. Discussion was taking place on a daily basis to agree a date and solution ASAP. The cost of felling was to be offset against selling the wood for firewood to anyone interested.
2.3 The Parish Council AGM was attended by ME and PM on behalf of the RCC.
An update on the progress made towards the new Pavilion was given and a wish to work together with the other village bodies on any fundraising project. Carrie Burn will include on the Parish Council website a joint calendar for forthcoming village events, therefore hopefully eliminating any clashes.

Site Issues/ Improvements

3.1 Pavilion Project – NC discussed the progress of the fundraising applications.
Letters of support were read from David Ruffley MP, and Penny Otton, District Councillor and Rattlesden resident. The up to date progress of the applications will be made available for viewing on the RCC website. Encouragement was given to all to look out for any potential bodies that could be approached in the effort to gain funding.
After showing drawings and costs for a new building SS asked the committee to look at the website www.courtyarddesigns.co.uk and put forward views both for and against the exciting proposed new pavilion.

3.2 Play Equipment – Safety Report. JB reported that she had examined the Children’s Play Equipment on 5th June and had found it to be in a safe and satisfactory condition.
3.3 AG agreed that the present yearly increase in the football fees was reasonable and that when the new Pavilion was in place they would of course be increased due to the new facilities that would be available.
