Minutes of Meeting 5th September 2007 
Minutes agreed as accurate and signed by the Chairman.
The Chairman welcomed the newly formed RYCC to the meeting to discuss their intentions for the future. The YCC stated they hoped to help raise money for more and better facilities for the youngsters of the village, as well as money towards the New Pavilion.
The Chairman offered his full support and said he would contact SBD and PO so that they could be included in the Business Plan and on the RCC Website.
MvdR requested a written report from the YCC for each RCC meeting.

Matters Arising
2.1 PM sent a note that he had been unable to book the village hall for the 17th May Spring Ball so provisionally booked it for the 10th May 2008 instead. MvdR will ask SS to rearrange the band for the 10th May 2008 if possible.
Concern was given to the clashing/ duplication of events recently with other groups in the village, and that it was becoming necessary to think of combined efforts for forthcoming events.
2.2 MvdR read out PM’s reply, which he had received, from Mr Curry, who accepted PM’s actions taken, regarding his complaint about people playing golf on the field.

3.1 Pavilion Project – NC reported from the last Pavilion Project meeting. The Business plan was nearing completion and he encouraged anyone wanting to add to it to do so soon via SBD.

As the Business plan was nearing completion the Committee was urged to focus on bodies that could be approached for matched funding, and whose details should be passed on to PO.
3.2 Play Equipment – Safety Report. JB reported that she had examined the Children’s Play Equipment on the 3rd October 2007, and had found it to be in a safe and satisfactory condition. Consideration will be given to a work party in Spring 2008.

The YCC have agreed to help at the event selling cakes and drinks.

A meeting to finalise arrangements has been arranged for the 30th October.
ME will apply for a liquor licence for the event.
5.3 Soccerama Day – (14/10) NC reported that he had passed on posters for YCC to put up and that the response had been good for the football event.
