Site Issues/ Improvements

5.1 Pavilion Project. NC gave an update on the current funding applications.
£27,500 had now been received from Suffolk Environmental Trust. The Biffaward request for £50,000 and Foundation for Sports and Arts for £20,000 are expected to reply during December.  The aim is for work to begin in Spring 2009, with the demolition of the current building. SS and NC to get quotes from various companies for undertaking the ground works for the next meeting.

NC has meetings with David Ruffley MP, Suffolk Acre and Suffolk F.A. and emphasised the need for £50,000 still, to be able to sensibly start work in spring.







5.2 Play Equipment – Safety Report. It was reported that on 12h December the children’s play equipment was checked and recommendation given that the Committee review the condition of the equipment with a view to repair it or take it down.
5.3 Football Club Issues.  PM to make the Senior Football team aware that the Pavilion will be demolished in Spring and invite AG to the next meeting to discuss.
Suggestion was made to change the position of the senior and the junior football pitches to allow more room for work on the Pavilion.
